Australia won back the Whyte trophy for the first time since 1995 when they defeated NZ 4 -1 in Melbourne.

The Australian team got off to a shaky start when Glenn Warfe and Ross Smith dropped the opening set of

their men's doubles match 14 -21, before they fought back strongly to take the second set 21 -7. Warfe and
Smith opened up an early lead in the third, and then maintained the lead without, winning the decider 21 -
15.

Leanne Choo and Renuga Veeran put in a strong performance in the second match to give Australia a 2 -
0. The girls were never troubled as they cruised to a 21 -7 21-13 victory.

With a 2 -0 lead Australia had the chance to close out the tie with Jeff Tho in the MS. Unfortunately the Aus-
sies would have to wait, with Jeff going down 9 -21,13-21.

After coming so close to claiming the winning point for Aus-
tralia in the group playoff at the Sudirman Cup just weeks
ago, Victoria Na again had the chance to wrap things up

fro the Aussie team. In a tight first set, Na managed to keep
he nose in front throughout, fighting to a 21 -18 score line.
With the first set behind her and increased confidence lev-
els, Na opened up an strong lead and controlled the entire
set to win 21 -12, and with it the tie for Australia.

With a serious knee injury to Australian mixed doubles player
Raj Veeran at the Sudirman Cup in May, Australia put for-
ward the scratch pairing of Warfe and Veeran in the final
match. After falling behind early in the match the Australian
duo found their feet to take a21  -16 21-19 win, making the
final tie score 4 -1.

VicHealih's Acting CEO Associate Professor John Fitzgerald =said the State Sporting Associations
should be congratulated for taking initiative to make sport attractive for all members of society, in
particular for groups within the community who are cumrently undemepresented in sport.

“Cwer the past 50 years, Australian culture has shifted from an active nation to one with a lifestyle
that iz mostly inactive. Physical activity can prevent heart diseasze, Type 2 diabetes and
osteoporosis, some cancers and cbesity, as well as providing protection from common mental
health problems anxiety and depression,” A/Prof Fitzgerald said.

Research shows that people from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds are
much less likely to participate in sports than people born in Australia. In fact, compared
to one in three people born in Australia who regularly play sports, only one in 10 people
born in non English -speaking countries take part.

In children, the gap is also large. One in two children from culturally and linguistically di-
verse backgrounds do not take part in group sports, compared to only one in four chil-
dren born in Australia.

This may be because of limited information about the
sports, lack of money for uniforms and fees, seeing
sport as a low priority with all the pressures of settling
in, lack of transport to and from practice and games
and sadly, discrimination and racism. More work =
needs to be done to ensure children and adults from

all backgrounds are actively encouraged to play and I C ea

feel safe and welcome in their chosen sport.

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Women & Sport

Females more likely to exercise or play sport!

Females participate in physical activity more often than
males, according to the 2010 Exercise, Recreation and
Sport Survey (ERASS) released recently.

Minister for Sport Mark Arbib welcomed the findings

that Australian women, on average, have increased

the frequency of their physical activity from twice per
week in 2001 to three times per week in 2010.

‘It is encouraging to see women are getting more active and playing more sport," Senator Arbib said.

'‘While females participated in physical activity more frequently than males, the research shows that, on
average, males participated in physical activity for a longer duration than females.

'‘Australians are also becoming involved in a wider range of exercise opportunities, which represents a posi-
tive aspect of our sporting culture.

'‘While the figures are encouraging, there are still major challenges for all levels of governments to encour-
age Australians to not only get up and moving, but to join local sporting clubs and make exercise a per-
manent part of their lifestyles.

"We know that exercise and sport have a positive i mpact
physical and mental health and encouraging team wor k. Wh
active.'

The 2010 ERASS findings showed:

48 per cent of the Australian population aged 15 years and over, participated in physical activity on
average at least three times per week in 2010, compared with 37 per cent in 2001

an estimated 4.9 million people aged 15 years and over, or 28 per cent of the population, participated

in physical activity on average five times per week or more in 2010

regular participation rates in any physical activity were higher among the university -educated and
those still at secondary school in comparison to the rest of the Australian population

between 2001 and 2010, there was a 10 per cent increase in the regular participation rate among

males to 45 per cent in 2010. This increase in the regular participation rate was mainly explained by an
increase in participation in non  -organised activity.

The Australian Coaching Workforce Study is being conducted by Deakin University and
seeks to profile coaches at all levels of sport to gain a better understanding of the pa-
rameters of coaching work, the personal and financial investments coaches make, how
they are supported, and what is needed to further their development.

Dr Andrew Dawson commented while similar studies had been conducted in other pro-
fessions, he believed it was the first time such a study had targeted the work lives of Aus-
tralian sports coaches.
