Tournament Conditions for the 2012 Altona Graded Tournament 

 
All players submitting entries for the tournament will be deemed to have read and accepted the 
conditions under which the tournament events are to be conducted. Competitors play at their own 
risk. 
 
1. The tournament will be conducted in accordance with the Laws of Badminton (BWF), except where 

modified by these conditions and the Tournament Programme. 
 
2. The Tournament Committee and Referee will have the entire control and management of the         

Tournament. 
 
3. Each player must submit an individual entry, which must be on an official form or facsimile thereof.  

Bulk entires will only be accepted from academies or affiliated associations of Badminton Victoria. 
 
4. Entries are restricted to one grade in any singles, doubles and mixed on any day. 
 
5. The Tournament will be a two-day tournament, unless the number of entries determines otherwise.  
 
6. Open events will be the best of three rally point games to twenty-one points in a knockout format. All 

A, B, & C grade events will be the best of three rally point games to a maximum of 15 points in 
Round Robin Sections. 

 
7. The C.M. Wong Trophy (and $300 cash), donated by Epsilon Australia Pty Ltd, will be awarded to the 

player with the best performance in the Open Section.  A points system will be used to determine the 
winner. 

 
8. Epsilon Shuttles will be used for all events and will be provided at the discretion of the Tournament 

Committee.  Open events will use Epsilon 808, Yellow, which will be available in two speeds.  
Graded events will use Epsilon 606, Green. 
 

9. All players must umpire on request. 
 
10. Players competing in this tournament are subject to Badminton Australia By-Laws and BWF 

Competition Regulations.  Random testing for the use of drugs may be carried out during the 
tournament under strict medical supervision and in accordance with existing BWF and Badminton 
Australia Regulations. 

 
11. Players are reminded that prior notification to the drug testers with written approval for the use of 

asthma preparations containing salbutamol, salmeterol or terbutalene is a requirement of the sport. 
 
12. All players must wear racquet sport attire.  Tracksuits will only be permitted for warm up.  Non-

marking shoes must be worn.   
 
13. Open events will commence at 8:30am Saturday.  The order of play for the Open Grade will be 

Doubles, Singles and Mixed Doubles.  Matches not begun by 6:30pm on Saturday will continue at 
9:00am on Sunday.   

 
14. B Grade events will commence at 9:00am on Saturday.  The order of play for the B Grade events 

will be announced once the draws are completed and published. 
 
15. A & C Grade events will commence at 8:30am Sunday.  The order of play for the A & C Grade 

events will be announced once the draws are completed and published. 
 
16. Players must be registered members of Badminton Victoria.  Non-registered players must add 

$3.30 per event to their entry fees. 
 
17. Players need to report to the control desk on arrival and no later than 15 minutes before play 

commences. 
 
18. Draws will be available to download at www.wsbaonline.com once completed.
